Date:    February 17, 2010   Ash Wednesday 
Scripture:  Isaiah 58:1-12  
  
 Today Christians around the world begin to prepare for celebrating the 
fulfillment of God’s promise at Easter, through penance and discipline. In the Bible, 
ashes are signs of sorrow, mourning, humility, and repentance. On Ash Wednesday, 
believers receive ashes on their foreheads as a reminder of our mortality and need for 
salvation. 
 Today’s reading from the book of Isaiah tells us that God wants more from us, 
however. The prophet gets our attention through powerful and vivid language. He 



wants us to know that this is important! Our prayers and worship are empty unless 
they are accompanied by acts of justice, mercy and compassionate service!  
 Millions of people struggle for their most basic needs. When these needs go 
unmet, the suffering is great, and the misery leads to other problems such as political 
unrest and compromised international security. This season of Lent gives each of us the 
opportunity to discover ways in which we can respond to the words of Isaiah, to help 
alleviate the suffering. Lutherans have a long history of serving those in need 
throughout the world, and of advocating for policies that promote well-being. We can 
work through our church and service organizations , and find other opportunities in 
our cities and neighborhoods. Each one of us can make a difference. “ If you offer your 
food to the hungry and satisfy the needs of the afflicted, then your light shall rise in the 
darkness and your gloom be like the noonday. The Lord will guide you.”  
 
Prayer: By your Spirit give us the grace and power to work for justice, and to practice 
acts of kindness. Strengthen us to face our mortality with confidence, and to put our 
trust in You, through Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. Amen.

 The Psalm, Assurance of God’s Protection, speaks to those who “live in the shelter of 
the Most High….no evil shall befall you, no scourge come near your tent.”  But what about a 
random earthquake? 
 What has happened in Haiti is a “scourge” that seems unimaginable in its scope 
of human tragedy impacting three million Haitians in a nation that is 80% Christian.  
Why has this happened to the poorest country in our hemisphere?  Why does a well 
known TV evangelist glibly explain this event as a “curse” resulting from a Haitian pact 
with the devil leading to a breakup with France some 200 years ago?  
 Led by the USA, the multi-nation response to Haitian needs has been 
extraordinary.  Locally, in our neighborhood, a flyer appeared in our mail slot asking 
what we might be able to give, dried food, clothing, personal items and the like.   The 
flyer came from a neighbor several doors down, Mario S…. who was volunteering in 
the relief efforts of the Haitian Embassy.  We told him we were Lutherans and had 
contributed on-line to the ELCA Haitian Relief Fund.  This is how we get to know our 
neighbors and find an immediate way to help. 
 The Psalm offers the assurance of God’s protection, but we see the calamitous 
earthquakes, tsunamis, wild fires, floods and more that seem to so frequently beset 
innocent peoples around the globe.  In this current instance the Haitian people have 
shown many courageous examples of affirming their faith even after losing everything 
including their loved ones.  The Psalm speaks of God’s support, “I will be with them in 
trouble, I will rescue them and honor them.”  The Haitian people will receive God’s 
support.  They must also have ours.  
 
Prayer:  Help us God to continue to provide relief and rebuilding for Haiti over the 
many months ahead.  Amen.

If everyone would forgive on every level, from governments to families, the 
implications might be astonishing. Nations would come up with better solutions to 
problems than our present method of killing each other in wars. And personal 
forgiveness for large and small grievances might change lives. We can at least begin 
with ourselves and see what happens from there. 

Prayer:  Dear God,  we thank you for keeping us safe, and pray for your help in 
following Christ’s teachings. Help us to practice forgiveness in our lives and to love 
those around us. Amen.

“Do 
you want an answer or are you enjoying the spotlight?” said an exasperated 
developer. Hmmm - time to step away from center stage, and give credit widely. 
It’s amazing what you get done when others get the praise. 

(3) Prejudiced? I supported a group with the same demographics as the community 
who opposed me. However, sometimes I was more focused on keeping our kids 
in strong schools than in supporting multiethnic students.  I worked with 
minority parents and advocated a solution for a nearby multiracial school. Much 
more productive. 

God will “lead us on a level path”, and help us deal with our opponents.

people of Judah met the hosts of the Moabites and their allies, they found them all dead, 
for the peoples of the enemy had fallen to bickering and fighting amongst themselves.  
All that remained for the people of Judah was to gather up the spoils of war on the 
battle ground and go home.  Their entry into Jerusalem was triumphant and they went 
into the temple to give thanks. 

 Jehoshaphat was a slow learner and other expeditions, especially that with 
Ahaziah, king of Israel, did not fare as well.   

 Yet Jehoshaphat provides a guide for us in that, when things were serious, he 
knew to call to God for support and to urge the people to hold firmly to faith in God.  
Because Jehoshaphat was at heart a good man, although often in error, God attended to 
the needs of the people with mercy.  It wasn’t that Jehoshaphat called on God only in 
time of trouble, but because he was a righteous man, just and equitable to his people 
that God attended to him.  

Prayer: Oh God, help me to be true and faithful to your will at all times.  I know 
that I may not always meet your requirements, but look with forgiving mercy on my 
life so that I may receive your favor, even when I fail. Amen

Scripture:               Romans 2:1-11 

 

According to the apocryphal book, “Acts of Paul,” the apostle is described as “bald 
headed, bow legged, strongly built, a man small in size, with meeting eyebrows, with a 
rather large nose.”  Not very good looking apparently, but boy, could he write, as 
today’s text shows! 

 

One needs to read more than this second chapter of Romans to get the true force of 
Paul’s message.  Study shows that Romans is the longest, the weightiest, the most 
influential of Paul’s correspondence.  Its theme is the gospel as God’s power for 
salvation to all who believe. 

 

I stand convicted as I read Paul’s blistering words about judging others.  How often I 
judge others!  It is easy to have a “holier than thou” attitude.  I judge people by how 
they look, what they say, what they do, etc., in spite of myself. 

 

“You have no excuse,” writes Paul.  I need to remember that passage, as well as what he 
wrote to the Ephesians:  “By grace you have been saved.”

 This passage from the Book of Isaiah is one I have proclaimed often as a lector 
over the years.  It describes the very essence of a lector’s ministry, a message I take to 
heart each time I prepare to deliver the Old or New Testament readings at a Sunday or 
weekday liturgy.   
 As lay readers of the Word of God, we have the great privilege and the profound 
responsibility to “rouse the weary,” giving our listeners hope -- hope that our God IS 
there to help us, even when we experience suffering.  To do this well requires that we 
lectors truly believe what we read and understand our important role to help the 
congregation better understand what we are proclaiming. 
 It is no coincidence that this passage has been chosen as the Old Testament 
reading on Palm Sunday as we begin our intense contemplation of the Passion and 



Death of Jesus.  Especially in Holy Week, effective lay lectors help teach what we 
believe, encouraging the congregation to reflect on the Lord’s great love for us.  Christ 
Himself patiently “endured buffets and spitting,” and ultimately suffered a painful death 
on the cross for us and for our salvation.  His suffering gives us hope.   With careful 
preparation and practice, the lectors powerfully narrate the accounts of Christ’s 
suffering and death.  The events of Holy Week are made real to the listeners.  We 
collectively meditate on Christ’s agony in the garden, His scourging and crowning with 
thorns, His carrying the heavy cross, and His death on Calvary. 

Our proclamations of these mysteries of our faith must “rouse” the weary 
congregations who hear them. But our attention and reflections on the readings on the 
Passion and death of the Lord alone are not “end of job.”  We must also “Go out to all the 
world and tell the Good News.”  Then the gifts of a “well-trained tongue” will bear much 
fruit. 
Prayer: Lord, help us as proclaimers and listeners to your Word, to believe what 
we read, to teach others what we believe, and to practice what we teach. Amen.

In verses 1-8, he mixes his cries for help with expressions of 
confidence, then his grief captures his attention (most of verses 9-16) and then finally, 
he expresses joyful trust and urges others to love and confidence toward God.  

 The news in the past week has been of the horrors in Haiti – yes, mingled with 
stories of a newborn infant found after eight days in the rubble, but other stories of 
uncounted people losing their lives due to many causes – lack of access to resources we 
count on in this country, violence, even additional tremors. I imagine, as I read verses 9-
16, that the writer is someone who has had great tribulation, something that might repel 
others … perhaps leprosy. 

It is often hard to trust in the Lord as we approach our trials and tribulations, hard to 
believe that He will find us important enough to intervene. After all, we do not see 
“miracles” in this day and age very often! But we believe, like the psalmist, that “my 
times are in your hand - let your face shine upon your servant; save me in your 
steadfast love.” vv. 15-16

Scripture: Philippians 2:5-11 

Philippians is one of St. Paul’s prison letters, although, many scholars now believe that 
the letter is in fact a combination of portions of two or possibly three separate letters, 
but with a clear and consistent message.  The church in Philippi was experiencing 
threats and harassment from both Romans and “Judaizers” (Jewish-Christian 
missionaries who would follow after Paul, teaching that his theology was flawed in that 
it was theologically necessary to impose certain minimal aspects of Jewish law on 
gentile converts to Christianity) outside the church; and members within the local 
church who were causing discord and divisions within the church by living selfish, 
grasping lives.  Paul exhorts the members of the church in Philippi to come together in 
unity and harmony.  He does this by raising Jesus Christ as the exemplar after whom all 
Christians should model their lives.  He points out that, though Jesus had the innate 
character of God, He emptied Himself of his godly image and took on the form of man 
and the mantel of the slave or servant.  Thus, they should not strive to meet their own 
individual ends out of selfish ambition, but rather be sharing and compassionate, living 
their lives in humility and behaving toward others as if the others were better than they 
themselves; thus not only pleasing God, but restoring Christian unity and cohesiveness 
to their local church. 

Prayer: God, grant me the wisdom and strength to reject the modern world’s model of 
behavior and follow Christ’s example.  Help me resist my tendencies toward selfish 
egotism and arrogance.  Let me treat all those with whom I come in contact with 
humility and compassion; this I pray, in the name of Jesus Christ our Lord and Savior.

Date:  March 28, 2010 Palm Sunday 
Scripture:   Luke 23:1-49 

Luke’s gospel presents an argument on ‘why Jesus has to die.’  He portrays those 
who should have seen ‘the best’ actually saw ‘the least’. The problem of why Jesus had 
to die is not only tied up in the law but in the sinful hearts of mankind.  The Pharisees 
had to do something with the lawbreaker, Jesus, and their decision was to hand Him 
over to the Romans to be killed.  Nevertheless, Jesus realizes that the Pharisees had not 
understood the gravity of what they were actually doing.  This was evident when Jesus 
hung on the Cross and prayed, “Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they 
are doing” (Luke 23:34).  There were those who did not know because they had not 
been told; there were those who did not grasp.  All needed forgiveness.       

This directs us to question, was it necessary that Christ to suffer?  Wasn’t His 
death a sacrifice for our sins?  To us, most law-abiding citizens, it was the only way for 
God to enter our territory.  The cross was the best way for Jesus to suffer and die in 
order to atone for our sins.  Death on the cross was the cruelest punishment at the time 
of the Roman Empire and was reserved for political rebels or chronically defiant slaves.  
Death by crucifixion symbolized humiliation, shame, and torture.       

The manner in which Jesus died seems to be the most effective way for God to 
enter into our lives.  In God’s infinite wisdom, He created a perfect sacrifice for the 
atonement of our sins.  There were no alternatives, but through the killing of God’s Son.   
Everyone wanted justice and revenge.   Jesus’ eagerness to forgive everyone He came in 
contact with threatened the establishment. That system could not continue because God 
did not want to be separated from his children.  It had to be stopped and therefore 
someone divine had to suffer and die.  Therefore, God sent his Only Son to bear this 
burden.  For this reason, hope resided within the resurrection since God is the only one 
who can resurrect.  For if God did not send Jesus to suffer and die for us, we would not 
have been forgiven: we would not have hope.

Scripture: Hebrews 9:11-15 
 Jesus played the role of a high priest, a person who had the job of performing 
temple sacrifices to bring people forgiveness of their sins. But unlike an earthly high 
priest, Jesus offered his own blood — not the blood of calves and goats. His blood 
sacrifice on the cross brought us back into a right relationship with God for all time.  He 
“offered himself without blemish to God,” says today’s passage from the letter to the 
Hebrews, in a sacrifice designed to “purify our conscience from dead works to worship 
the living God!”  If there is a list in heaven of those Jesus died for, we are all on the list.  
And when you are on the list, you can never be lost. 
 We all know that the thing about elite lists is that they are just about impossible 
to get onto. Consider the list of the 90 members of the Foreign Hollywood Press that 



hands out the Golden Globes, this is a list that is nearly impossible to get on.  Such a list 
is tough to crack, and so are the high-octane rosters of Most Powerful Women, All-Star 
Athletes and Most Admired Men.  
 This list is different.  This list is for everyone - not just the elite. “For God so 
loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in Him may 
not perish but may have eternal life.”   
 The list lasts forever. Christ “entered once for all into the Holy Place,” says the 
letter to the Hebrews, “not with the blood of goats and calves, but with his own blood, 
thus obtaining eternal redemption.”
